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OCTOBER 4TH “THE FEAST OF ST. FRANCIS OF ASSISI” 
 
Born in 1182, Francis was the son of a prosperous merchant of Assisi. He lived a reckless and frivolous 
youth until one day, while milling around the ruins of the church of San Daminano which had been de-
stroyed by an earthquake, he heard the voice of God speak to him through the cross. The voice said these 
words; "Rebuild my Church". Despite his fathers intense opposition, Francis totally renounced all material 
values and devoted himself to serve the poor and to embrace a life of austere poverty so as to imitate Christ 
in his earthly poverty and suffering. He wrote a "Rule of the Order of the Friars Minor" to guide and gov-
ern the community of men who responded to his call to holiness.  
Of all the saints, Francis is the most popular and admired, but probably the least imitated. Few have as-
pired to his total identification with poverty and suffering of Christ. Let us pray..... 
 
Most high, omnipotent, good Lord, grant your people grace to renounce gladly the vanities of this world; 
that, following the way of blessed Francis, we may for love of you delight in your whole creation with per-
fectness of joy; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, 
forever and ever.

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PUBLIC AUCTION 
 

 All Saints will host our first Public Auction in over 20 years on Saturday, October 20th at 6:30.  This is 
not our traditional Service Auction, which we hold in the spring, but another type of auction.  The Service 
Auction is only for All Saints Parishioners, while the Public Auction is for the general public.  The 2007 
Budget needs $9,000 from Fundraising to balance.  To date, we have done a great job and raised $3,400.  
The additional $5,600 must come from this Public Auction, the Church Fair (November 17th) and other 
sources which the Parishioners need to think of.  So that means, we are praying for $2,800 each from the 
Auction and also from the Fair – both quite within the realms of possibility -- IF we all work at it. 
 
 We have engaged the services of Kelley Auctions in Holbrook www.kelleyauctions.net.  Marge Kelley 
has met with members of the Auction Committee and will guide us in what we need to do.  They receive 
25% of profits, plus $350 for the Auctioneer.  The Town of Whitman requires a licensed Auctioneer.  We 
will need people to help in the following ways: 
1. Get donations of items, gift certificates, etc. from local merchants (We will generate a list so that the 
same merchants are not asked for the Auction and for the Church Fair) 
2. Donate good quality items themselves (see paragraph 3) 
3. Advertise in newspapers, radio, cable, fliers, word of mouth 
4. Bake for the food table (cookies, brownies, breads, etc.) 
5. Sell food that night (we can sell – kitchen or not – hot dogs, chips, coffee, tonic, tuna or chicken sand-
wiches, etc.) 
Work that night as runners, registration, checkout 
 
 There is a signup sheet in the Parish Hall for you. 
 
 When donating items, Ms Kelley suggests the following:  We need good quality items, which should sell 
for at least $10.  No rummage sale or yard sale items, no cracks or chips, no sewing machines, teacups, 
typewriters, computers, TVs, VCRs broken bikes, suitcases, books which are not “special”, clothing which 
is not “special”.  (Example:  antique or specially autographed books ok, paperbacks or standard novels not 
ok; Patriots Jackets ok, old shirts not ok).  Large furniture is ok.  Antiques and collectibles are super.  Gift 
Certificates and theme baskets are excellent.  Ask yourself, “Would I pay $10 or more for this?”  If you 
have things that you just cannot hang onto now, bring them to Church and we will find a place (there’s not 
many) for them.  But, we would prefer to have the donations arrive 2 weeks before the event.  If you have 
something really special, we can take a digital photo of it to email to Kelley and they will post it on their 
website.  They have a large following and will attract a good crowd, especially, if the buyers can see some 
of the best items on the website. 
 
 Kelley Auctions will help us by giving us a section on their website on which there will be photos of some 
of our best items to be sold.  She will even give us things herself.   Once again, remember the motto of the 
Shakers, “Hands to work, and hearts to God.”

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CHURCH FAIR NOVEMBER 17th 

 
  

 All Saints will host our Church Fair, here at the Church on Saturday, November 17th.  We will not be 
renting an outside hall or renting tables to (many) outside Crafters.  The 2007 Budget needs $9,000 from 
Fundraising to balance.  To date, we have done a great job and raised $3,400.  The additional $5,600 must 
come from this Public Auction (October 20th), the Church Fair (November 17th) and other sources which 
the Parishioners need to think of.  So that means, we are praying for $2,800 each from the Auction and 
also from the Fair – both quite within the realms of possibility -- IF we all work at it. 
 
 We will need people to help in the following ways: 
 
1.  Get donations of items, gift certificates, etc. from local merchants (We will generate a list so that 
 the same merchants are not asked for the Auction and for the Church Fair.) 
2.  Make loads of crafts – sewing, knitting, woodcrafts, paintings, jewelry -- whatever you do. 
3.  Tell us if you know someone who would like to rent a table. 
4.  Advertise in newspapers, radio, cable, fliers, word of mouth 
5.  Bake for the food table (cookies, brownies, breads, pies, cakes, fudge,  etc.) 
6.  Sell food (we can sell – kitchen or not – hot dogs, chips, coffee, tonic, tuna or chicken sandwiches, 
 pizza, Harvest Soup.) 
7. Work at the various tables – food, bake, raffle, crafts, jewelry, books, children’s crafts, attic treas-
 ures. 
 
 There is a signup sheet in the Parish Hall for you.

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What ‘religion’ am I? Catholic...Episcopal...Baptist...some other; you know, there’s 
hundreds around the world, maybe thousands, so which do I call myself? Do I attend 
some church, do I go to the synagogue, do I sit in some mega-church auditorium on 
Sunday mornings? And who are the mentors that inspire me toward ‘higher spiritual-

ity’? Am I inspired by a TV personality who “heals” hundreds of “fans” every weeknight in some gigantic 
auditorium somewhere? Maybe the priests that speak in the pulpits, telling me of ‘God’s divine message’ 
to save us lowly humans? Perhaps they are the Bishops that sit at a higher level, being so much more 
learned than the priests; surely they must know of God’s spirituality for us. My head gets into a swirling 
vortex of “religious ambiguity”; I don’t know what to choose. But I better choose correctly, because what 
if I choose the wrong “religion”, and follow it and the teachers within it for my entire life...what happens 
on my deathbed? Do I see the light, only to find a closed door at its’ source? And the world wonders why 
there are so many cynics when the subject of religion pops up. 
 
I’m not Catholic, not Baptist, or one of those perhaps thousands of obscure religions. I go to the Episcopal 
church. I love the service, the old hymns, and the newer contemporary ones. I cherish the Eucharist, it be-
ing such a special moment of peace and contentment in a world of chaos, a moment where Jesus’ love 
passes from the Rector in the form of wafer and wine straight to my heart, to settle in a quiet place within 
me. 
 
Am I an Episcopalian? You know what, sure I am. I love my parish family, I love the building where we 
all frequently gather; it has grown to be a special place for me. Could I possibly find such contentment at a 
Baptist church, or maybe at the UCC, or some beautiful Catholic building? Maybe somewhere, sure, but 
why would I want to? I go to All Saints near the park because of the parish people, because of the love that 
has grown in my heart for them over the years. As we’ve grown older there, we have also grown more 
spiritually enriched, and I can assure you it isn’t the building that nourishes our growth. It isn’t the label of 
“Episcopal” or “Catholic” or “Baptist”; it is not because of our “religion”. It isn’t because of the mentoring 
from some highly-learned Bishop, who is supposed to set a good model of spiritual growth for us. It is be-
cause when I go to All Saints in Whitman, I find the love of Jesus there, not cryptic and hidden with veils, 
instead so open and readily available in the form of hugs at the Peace, or fellowship during coffee hour. 
From our wonderful Rector Patti as she clues us in on her interpretation of the biblical lesson for that day. 
Or when all of the kids want to run around and play, or when one of the old-timers reflect upon things with 
the wisdom that comes only from the lessons of time. 
 
I find Jesus’ love there. His love that heals. His love that lights my dark moments. His love that shines in 
the smiles of my fellow parishioners. The love that enriches me in a spiritual way that I couldn’t possible 
justify with mere words. His love that inspires me to love others like Jesus loves us. 
 
It isn’t about labels. Catholic, Episcopal, Baptist...black, white, old, young, fat, skinny. We all have the 
same empty heart that carries a capacity to hold an infinite amount of Jesus’ love. Just how willing we are 
to let His love fill that emptiness to guide us really is our “religion”. Christ spent His entire time on Earth 
trying to get that message through our pointy little heads, I think. A lot of people refused to listen back 
then. Anyone listening now? 
 
Tell you what...if you need to label me, call me a “Christian”. Peace.
